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1.1. Why Do You Need AUTOMON/LA/BATCH ?

It conserves your most precious
commodity time. Cutbacks have been made throughout the industry and many facilities
now havefewer individualsto diagnose and correct the same amount of problems occurring
within the syssem. These people need tools to increase ther efficiency and speed the
corrective process. AUTOMONY/LA provides a means to quickly compile information
useful for both problem determination and performancetuning.

In today's Data Processing environments, AUTOMATION is primary on the minds of

various Data Processing Personnd. Companies have taken the position that not only isit
not possible to have technica staff on-Site 24-hours aday, 365 -days per year. Instead
they have put their confidence in their saff as well as Software Tools to take them to an
AUTOMATED solution. While AUTOMON/CICSisableto keep the system available
to the user, it is not able to provide a permanent solution to the problems that it averts.

Finding permanent solutions is Hill a time consuming processs. AUTOMON/LA can

dramétically reduce the many hours dedicated to problem rectification by providing the user
with both gatigicd andyssand indghtful informetion pertaining to the problemsrecordedin
the AUTOMONY/CICS history database.

The prime concern of
AUTOMON/LA/BATCH isto savetimein problem determination, while at the sametime
reducing system programmer load and easing change control.
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1.2. What DoesAUTOMON/LA/BATCH Do »

The AUTOMON/CICS higtory database contains a compilation of al system conditions
occurring outside of user specified threshold values. The messageswritten to this database
provideinformation pertaining to many exceptiona and degredationa conditionsoccurring
within the system. In addition, al transaction abends, storage violations and system crash
conditions are recorded in this VSAM file. The data within the history database is an
invauable aid to problem determination and performance tuning. A regular review of the
history database file can hdp the system programmer to maintain optima performancefrom
al CICS regions. However, the sheer volume of information provided can sometimes
make the evaudion of this important data a time consuming process.  That is why

AUTOMON/LA was devel oped.

AUTOMON/LA/BATCH dlowsthe system programmer to compilethisvast aray of data
into a number of report formats, alowing for agatistica review of al @norma conditions
occurring within your sysem. AUTOMON/LA/BATCH prepares and prints reports
offline usng the AUTOMON/CICS messages recorded in the history database
(AMONOO01) asinput. Four separate batch jobs will produce reports for the following:

! Storage Violations and System Crash Conditions

! Transaction Abends

! AUTOMON/CICS message andysis

! Performance data andysis
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System Analysis

Storage Violations and System Crashes

Each occurrence of a dorage violation or system crash condition captured by
AUTOMON/CICS will be andyzed. The Detail report will display the messages
produced by AUTOMON aong with an explanation of the system conditions causing these
messages to be generated. Each of the eight AUTOMON system recovery stages is
explained in detail and a diagnosis of the key data produced by AUTOMON/CICS is
provided. Inthe caseof astorage violation, the dataaround the SAA/Storage Check Zone
header and trailer is dso displayed. Thisinformationisoften avauablead in determining
the cause of the torage violation. The Summary report displaysfor each storage violation
an assgned sequence number, the page number of the storage violation in the detall

report(if both detail and summary are chosen), the VTAM gpplication identification, the
date and time on which the incident occurred, the transaction and program involved, the
terminal identification, abend code, and task number.

The user has the option of producing the summary report, detail report or both reports. It
isrecommended that the summary report be run first. After the summary report has been
andyzed more information may be obtained on particular Stuations by running the detail

report usng the full range of sort and search capabilities provided by AUTOMON/LA.
The user may selectively display eventsby VTAM application id, transaction id, program
name, and termina id. A date and time range may aso be specified by the user to produce
reports for specific time periods. The number of records processed aswell asanumber of

records to skip may also be designated by the user.

Transaction Abends

A transaction abend code is afour character dphanumeric code. All CICS transactions
begin with the letter "A" followed by a two character code to identify the module that
detected theerror. Thiscodeand thefina one character dphanumeric codeidentifying the
specific error isassigned by CICS. Mot transaction abends result in aCICS transaction
dump which is provided at abnormd termination of the task. Transaction dumps cause
additional overhead to the systlem whilethey arewritten. AUTOMON/LA isdesignedto
provide the

information necessary to reduce this overhead to your system.
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Message Analysis

AUTOMON/LA providesfor both adetail and asummary report of al transaction abends
occurring withinyour syssem. The Detail report containsall the messagesassociated with a
particular transaction abend. AUTOMON/LA will then provide an explanation of the
events |leading to and following these messages. The system action that has been taken by
CICSwill begiven and recommendationsfor the response by the user, console or termina
operator areincluded. Additionaly the module that detected the error condition will be
reported. A diagnosis of the key data reported by AUTOMON/CICS is aso
incorporated into thisreport. The Summary report displaysfor each transaction abend an
assigned sequence number, the page number of the transaction abend in the detail report(if
both detail and summary are chosen), the VTAM application identification, the date and
time on which the incident occurred, the transaction and program involved, the termind
identification, abend code, the offset at the time of abnormal termination, the PSW and the
reason code for the abend. If the synopsis option (default) is specified only the first
occurrence of abend with matching applids, transaction ids, abend codes and offsetswill be
reported and a total count of duplicate transaction abends will be listed with the firgt
occurrence of the abend.

The user hasthe option of producing the summary report, detail report or both reports. It
isrecommended that the summary report be run first. After the summary report has been
andyzed more information may be obtained on particular Stuaions by running the detail

report using the full range of sort and search capabilities provided by AUTOMON/LA.

The user may selectively display eventsby VTAM applicationid, abend code, transaction
id, program name, and termind id. A date and time range may aso be specified by the
user to produce reportsfor specified periods. The number of records processed aswell as
anumber of records to skip may aso designated by the user.

AUTOMON/CICS reports many conditions which have a degradationd effect to your
system to the history database AMONOOL. Examplesof these types of messagesinform
the user of short on storage conditions, looping conditions, excessive Sorage usage by a
transaction, high levels of DSA subpool usage, VSAM dring waits, VTAM termind

pending conditions etc. In the detail report AUTOMON/LA will determine the system
conditions causing these messages to be produced and report them to you. Where
applicable AUTOMON/LA will show AUTOMON/CICS threshold and table values
which affect the generation of these messages. This can aid the system programmer in
customizing AUTOMON to a particular environment. A diagnoss of the key data

displaysfor each transaction abend an assigned sequence number, the page number of the
transaction abend in the detail report(if both detail and summary are chosen), the VTAM
goplication identification, the date and time of the message as well as the message
informationisreported. If the synopsisoption (default) isspecified only thefirst occurrence
of amessage with matching applids and message number will bereported and atota count
of duplicate messages will be listed with the first occurrence of the message,

The user has the option of producing the summary report, detail report or both reports. It
isrecommended that the summary report berun first. After the summary report has been
andyzed more information may be obtained on particular messages by running the detail
report using the full range of sort and search capabilities provided by AUTOMON/LA.
The user may sdectively display messagesby VTAM gpplication id and message number.
A date and time range may aso be specified by the user to produce reports for specified
periods. The number of records processed as well as a number of records to skip may
aso designated by the user.

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2.1. Batch Utility

This chapter introduces the functions of AUTOMON/LA batch utility for transaction
abends. It liststhe AUTOMONY/LA detail and summary output reports for transaction
abends and tells you how to select certain type of records.
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2.2. Input

AUTOMON/LA batch utility usesAUTOMON/CICS history database (AMONOO1) as
an input. The AMONOOL is a standard KSDS VSAM file, and it is sharable with
CICSVS sysems.  (You do not need to close or dedllocate the file).
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2.3. Output

The AUTOMONY/LA report for transaction abends congsts of two parts: a detail and a
summary section. The detall section containsinformation fromdl datarecords pertaining to
transaction abendsthat AUTOMON/CICS has collected. The summary section provides
asum of the selected transaction abends.
